With its high keep, dry moat, artillery tower, gatehouse and 
advanced lines of defence, it was considered impregnable. 
Having been badly damaged during the 19th century, it 
was saved in 1896 by an artist from the Opéra-Comique, 
Jean Mouliérat, who enhanced it with a large collection 
of furniture, paintings, tapestries and statues and various 
objets d’art.

DID YOU KNOW...?
The red colour of the château’s stonework comes from 
calcareous sandstone, which is rich in iron oxide.

Prepare to launch an attack on this model fortress! Perched on its hill, the Château of Castelnau-Bretenoux, built from 
the red and white stone so characteristic of this region, can be seen from miles around.
